Do I Need To Submit A Photo? 

Only incoming Kindergarteners and new students 
to the district must provide a photo that meets 
the specifications below. 

Current, color, crisp & clear, 
preferably portrait style photo. No 
Hats, No Sunglasses, No Facial 
Obstructions. Email in JPEG format 
only to buspass@eurekausd.org  
Include student’s full name and 
school. 

  

How Do I Replace A Lost or 
Damaged Bus Pass? 

Replacement bus passes cost $10.00. Submit the 
fee at the Transportation Office.  

How Do I Change the Route or 
Stop?  

Reprint cost is $10.00. Submit change and fee at 
the Transportation Office.    

How Do I Get My Bus Pass? 

If you purchased your students bus pass before the 
Early Bird Deadline you may pick your students bus 
pass at the school site during class assignment night 
or orientation the day before school starts. Otherwise 
the bus driver will hand your student their pass once 
they board the bus.  

How Do I Qualify For A Free Bus 
Pass? 

Income eligibility guidelines for free passes are 
based on the same income eligibility guidelines as 
the lunch program. If applying for a free bus pass 
due to income you must provide at least one of the 
required verification documents.
